Right to energy sharing

Commission proposal:

e Aright to energy sharing for all active customers to help them protect themselves against high and
volatile wholesale market prices:

 Community energy sharing
* Peer to peer(s) energy sharing
e Third party organised energy sharing

* Consumers have the right to have shared electricity deducted from their total metered
consumption for the purpose of calculating the energy component of the energy bill.
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New scenario — Local authorities sharing surpluses with
households affected by energy poverty
