Financing the green transition: 
The European Green Deal Investment Plan and 
The Just Transition Mechanism

The European Green Deal Investment Plan - three dimensions:

• Financing measures: mobilising €1 trillion of sustainable investments over the next decade

- Climate mainstreaming in the MFF - 25% for climate-related purposes (EUR 39 bn).

- InvestEU to leverage private and public investments in sustainability.

- The Just Transition Mechanism and Fund to ensure that no one is left.

- The EIB as the EU climate bank (new lending policy)

• Enabling measures: providing incentives to unlock and redirect public and private investment. 

• Investment development support: to public authorities and private project promoters

The Just Transition Mechanism - leaving no one behind. 

1) A Just Transition Fund, (€7.5 billion of fresh EU funds + additional resources => €30 and €50 
billion of total funding)

2) A dedicated just transition scheme under InvestEU

3) A public sector loan facility with the European Investment Bank backed by the EU budget
