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1 Executive summary

The 104 LIFE Environment projects co-financed by the LIFE Programme during 1996-2006 were
mainly related to nature, water, waste, or environmental management. The 60 LIFE Nature projects, co-
financed by the LIFE Programme, were highly diversified, addressing over 40 different species and
more than 20 different habitats (not counting multiple-habitats projects). The LIFE Nature programme
has played an important role in the improvement of Natura 2000 sites management, and site restoration.
LIFE Environment projects, mainly carried out by industrial beneficiaries, were often innovative (a new
industrial process or technology was developed, tested or validated), and often viable.

At project level, the degree of effectiveness is generally high, with most projects delivering the expected
results. At programme level, there is no doubt that projects are effective in fulfilling the LIFE
programme objectives. From a general point of view, the degree of sustainability of projects, both for
LIFE Nature and LIFE Environment, appears to be good. Overall, LIFE projects fit very well within the
priorities laid out in the 6" EAP. At national level, the utility of LIFE projects is ensured through the
way France has organised its National Focal Points, as projects are selected at that level according to
both national and EU priorities. Most stakeholders also agree that the LIFE programme is a unique (and
in France, also a very successful) financing instrument.

2 Introduction

This country report on the implementation of the LIFE Programme in France is part of the overall ex-
post evaluation of the LIFE Programme. The evaluation was commissioned in July 2008 and covers all
LIFE projects initiated during the period 1996-2006. The overall objective of the evaluation is to assess
the relevance and impact of the activities and projects financed under the LIFE Programme. The
evaluation comprises country studies in all Member States except Bulgaria, which has never had any
LIFE projects. This report documents the analysis carried out on the implementation of the LIFE
Programme in France. The ex-post evaluation focuses on assessing the effect of the LIFE Programme on
Europe's nature and environment by analysing the results and impacts of LIFE projects implemented
under the Nature (NAT) and Environment (ENV) components. The results and impacts have further
been assessed along three main evaluation criteria:

»  Effectiveness, i.e. the extent to which planned objectives have been reached;

»  Sustainability, i.e. the extent to which positive impacts have continued or are likely to continue;

«  Utility, i.e. the extent to which impacts address key environmental needs and priorities in the EU
and for the stakeholders concerned.

3 Environmental policy overview

France’s environmental policy and priorities are in line with European priorities contained in the four
priority action fields of the 6™ Environmental Action Programme: climate change and energy: nature
and biodiversity; environment and health; natural resources and waste. By the end of June 2006, France
had transposed all environmental directives to date into its national legislation. France’s priorities at the
end of the LIFE programme period are well illustrated by the mandate of the Ministry of Environment
and Sustainable Development and Territorial Planning (2001-2007), which was specifically in charge
of: climate change and the fight against global warming; the protection of biodiversity and natural
heritage; risk prevention; the fight against pollution; water policy, and sustainable development..
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Environmental issues, specifically climate change/energy and health (and related matters) are among the
growing concerns in France. This has translated into the adoption, in 2006, of the Environmental
Charter, enshrined under the Constitution, or the process of the Environmental Grenelle in 2007 (a
major consultation process launched in the summer of 2007 which aimed at creating a broad consensus
on French environmental policy). Climate change and energy have been among the priorities of the
French presidency of the Union (July-December 2008) with the so-called “climate-energy package”.

4 Overview of LIFE projects in France

During the period 1996 to 2006, the LIFE Programme co-financed 164 projects in France, namely 60
Nature projects and 104 Environment projects. A full overview table of the projects is provided in
Appendix 1. Table 4.1 provides a brief overview. Additional summary tables are shown in Appendix 2
and Appendix 3.

The LIFE Environment projects co-financed by the LIFE Programme are mainly related to water
(waste water treatment; water management; water quality improvement or water pollution prevention);
waste (waste management, waste reduction, waste recycling), or environmental management (eco-
management, environmental impact of tourism or agriculture, urban transport). The typical type of
beneficiary was industry (international enterprise and SME) with 36 per cent of all projects (38
projects), followed by the NGOs category with just over 11 per cent (12 projects).

The LIFE Nature projects co-financed by the LIFE Programme during 1996-2006 are highly
diversified, addressing over 40 different species and more than 20 different habitats (not counting
multiple-habitats projects). Apart from bird species, LIFE Nature projects concern mainly fresh water
fish (4 different species and six projects) and mammals (eight species for seven projects). Three species
(salmon, kestrel and wolf) have each benefited from two projects, and one species (the bearded vulture)
from three. Projects targeting specific plant species were extremely rare (three projects only). The
typical type of beneficiary was NGOs, which accounted for 29 projects in total (48 per cent).

! For the purpose of this evaluation, the LIFE projects were categorised according to the thematic structure of the LIFE+
Programme (ref. Regulation EC No. 614/2007, Annex I1). The themes included for LIFE Nature: Habitat Directive,
Birds Directive and Biodiversity. For LIFE Environment: Climate change, air, water, soil, forests, natural resources and
waste, chemicals, urban environment, strategic approaches.
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5 Effects of projects implemented

5.1 Results and impacts for Nature projects

While it is not possible to estimate the size of the Natura 2000 area in France affected by LIFE Nature
projects (it is not often mentioned in the project summary, and when it is, it is generally unclear how
much of it was directly affected by the project’s activities), it can be safely said that tens of thousands of
hectares have been affected since about 50 Natura 2000 areas have benefited from a LIFE Nature
project (out of 1,674 sites covering a total area of 94,492 km?, or an average of 5,645 ha per site). Most
of them (when mentioned in the project’s summary) fall under the Habitats Directive.

It is not always easy to distinguish between species and habitat projects. Projects aimed at conserving a
species often involved conserving or restoring its habitat. Likewise, two-fifths of the projects conserving
a priority habitat also resulted in conserving a priority species dependant on that habitat. Generally,
“species” projects include designing a management plan, or a species action plan, though their impact is
difficult to assess in the short term (plans have not yet been approved, or have only recently begun
implementation).

The LIFE Nature programme has been important in regard to Natura 2000 sites management (which
improved markedly thanks to LIFE) and site restoration?. Before the LIFE programme, France lagged
behind in this respect, while the situation is now much brighter. A good illustration of this is that three-
quarters of the projects (inferred from project summaries) have led to improved management capacities
and the adoption of management plans (for species or habitats/areas), often together with the designation
or establishment of protected areas.

Project summaries show that, LIFE Nature projects have also had an indirect effect. In particular, one-
third of LIFE Nature projects have led to improved implementation frameworks, such as guidelines
aimed at local/regional authorities or agencies. About one-third of projects have also served as best
practice or demonstration projects, either to be used at other sites or with other species, although it
would be difficult to determine how many other sites have been concerned, this information is not
readily available, not even to project managers (as shown by the interviews). Synergy between projects
also proved to be good. One-third of the projects stem from a previous one, or lead to a following one,
or favours/initiates a concomitant project (be it a LIFE or not LIFE project).

5.2 Results and impacts for Environment projects

While projects were generally successful in delivering most of the planned results (only a couple of
projects turned out to be complete or near complete, failures), their impact is not easy to assess as often
impacts can only be felt or measured in the long term. This is particularly valid for projects aiming at
designing and implementing management plans (environment, waste or water for example). There is no
doubt, though, that the environment will have benefited from the LIFE programme, not only at local
level, but also at national or European level, as some projects involved entire river basins, large forest
areas, or long coastal stretches.

Furthermore, additional (indirect) benefits to the environment is likely to come from awareness raising
activities, communication, or environmental education initiatives. These were often included in project
activities, and the data indicates that they have often been quite successful at reaching large numbers of

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people (through events for schools, leaflets, information boards, web pages, educational modules, press
articles, TV programmes, etc.). Likewise, additional benefits are likely to come from the good level of
international cooperation, and the sharing and upscaling of good practice that was often involved in
LIFE Environment projects in France (contrary to LIFE Nature). International cooperation, not
surprisingly, mostly concerned the Water theme and the Natural Resources and Waste theme. The
outcome of international cooperation was, however, mitigated. When international partners were truly
involved and motivated, international cooperation was extremely positive, but if international partners
were added merely in order to boost a project’s score and were not particularly interested in the project,
then international cooperation was a barrier to project success.

The LIFE Environment projects carried out by industrial beneficiaries were often innovative (a new
industrial process or technology is developed, tested or validated), and viable. Generally, the beneficiary
invested a certain amount of money in the project, thus ensuring a vested interest in obtaining a return,
and the result of the projects was often a ready-to-use tool.

6 The effectiveness of projects

Effectiveness can be assessed at two levels: at project level, which compares achievements with project
objectives, and at programme level, which compares achievements with LIFE Programme objectives.?

At project level, the degree of effectiveness is generally assessed as high, with most projects delivering
the expected results according to project summaries, interview results (e.g. Focal Points, Monitoring
Team), and in-depth study of selected projects. Only about one in ten projects fail to achieve all its
objectives, and only one project in LIFE Environment and one project in LIFE Nature had to be
abandoned. According to the project managers and Monitoring Team experts interviewed, reasons for
failing to deliver the full range of results and impacts are varied and often relate to regulatory
framework and/or market developments.

The success factors given by the experts of the Monitoring Team and/or the Life Unit Desk Officers
include, having a good coordinator (and keeping said coordinator throughout the project); projects
planned in detail by persons who knew both the area and their partners well, or projects which
concentrate on a limited number of objectives. Another factor for success was an adequate level of
involvement from local stakeholders, as projects are more likely to be successful if they have local
support.

With regard to the programme level, there is no doubt that projects effectively fulfilled LIFE
programme objectives. Most LIFE Nature projects addressed a priority species, or a threatened or
endangered species, or a species of patrimonial importance (e.g. sturgeon, bittern, bearded vulture, bats,
bear, wolf) or a priority habitat, or both (e.g. wet-lands/bittern). Other projects, not focusing directly on
priority habitat/species, included actions targeting amongst others some priority species or habitats.
LIFE Environment projects contributed to European environmental policy development by designing,
testing, or validating new technologies or processes in the fields of water management, waste water
treatment, waste management, waste recycling, etc., or by developing environmental management tools.

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7 The sustainability of projects

From a general point of view, the degree of sustainability of projects, both for LIFE Nature and LIFE
Environment, appears to be good. The LIFE Programme has created a dynamics of collaboration and
dialogue with all key institutions, administrations and stakeholders, ensuring a general commitment to
financing and implementing after-LIFE conservation plans. Moreover, LIFE Nature projects have also
been instrumental in reversing the negative image that the Natura 2000 Network originally had in
France, through intensive dialogue and participative collaboration with local stake-holders, resulting in a
much better acceptance of the establishment and extension of the Network. The origin of this
assessment differs though between LIFE Nature and LIFE Environment projects.

Because LIFE Nature projects concerned Natura 2000 sites, and these were mainly protected areas
belonging to national, regional or even local authorities or agencies, it is assumed that correct and
lasting management procedures will result in conservation, or even development, of the habitat or
species concerned. Indeed, these authorities or agencies are most likely to adopt the management plans
developed by the LIFE project (they would not have agreed to host the LIFE project if they were not
ready to adopt its resulting management plan), and because these protected areas already existed, it
generally means that they have their own, non-LIFE, funding sources.

Regarding LIFE Environment projects, the vast majority of them benefit from strong partnerships with
agencies such as the DIREN (Direction Régionale de I’Environnement, or Regional Directorate for
Environment), which enabled the projects to secure funding from outside the LIFE programme.
Together with the fact that half of the LIFE Environment projects are industrial projects that provide a
functional, commercially viable, tool at the end of the project, it gives LIFE Environment projects a
high degree of sustainability.

8 The utility of projects

Overall, LIFE projects fit very well within the priorities laid out in the 6™ Environmental Action
Programme. Most LIFE Nature projects address priority issues included in Article 6 on Nature and
Biodiversity (species and habitats conservation, protection of threatened species, or development of the
Natura 2000 network). Likewise, most LIFE Environment projects fall either under Article 8 on
Natural Resources and Waste (reduction in waste volumes and in quantity of waste going to disposal,
encouraging and developing re-use and recycling; decreasing water and energy consumption, or
promoting the sustainable use of water and energy), or Article 7 on Environment & Health and Quality
of Life, particularly its “urban” aspect (contributing to a better quality of life through an integrated
approach concentrating on urban areas, and promoting the consideration of urban environmental
indicators).

At national level, the utility of LIFE projects is ensured by the way in which France has organised its
National Focal Points for the LIFE programme, with regional focal points operating a first selection of
project, subsequently sending the long list to the National Focal Point hosted at the Ministry of
Environment, where a short list of projects is established according to national priorities, and then
aligned to European priorities. The regional and national focal points are thus very much involved in
project design, though it does not appear that the LIFE Programme was used to develop a particular
strategy. Most stakeholders also agree that the LIFE programme is a unique (and in France very
successful) financing instrument, in a direct way (providing funds that would not otherwise have been
available, therefore making it possible for a project to be implemented, or to be implemented at a larger
scale); and in an indirect way (by providing a “quality stamp” that facilitates securing funds beyond the
project’s life, or generating dynamics that also contribute to the project’s sustainability).
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Appendix 1 Comprehensive overview of LIFE Projects in France
